Kojagarti the word was introduced in the Prarthana Varga on Kojagiri Purnima 
and was expressed by a tiny tot as “Devi peeps through the window and sees 
which  child  is  awake  and  blesses  them”.  The  Compassionate  Mother 
Bhuvaneshwari being ever alert and watchful must have responded to this child’s 
sweet “twitter” and showered blessings on not one but all the children of Prarthana 
from all over Bengaluru with a Suvarna Guru Seva, as they all participated in Shri 
Guru Vandana  – a  Vishesharghyam  offered to Parama Pujya Swamiji on Magha 
Krishna Panchami for Trayodashamanotsav. 

On February 3rd evening in the Anandashram Sabhagriha a Shweta vastra with

Ghanta and the Shankha. 

As  the  Prarthana  gayakaaha welcomed  Pujya 
Swamiji with the divine Shri Guru Vandana, the 
Kumaraaha  offered  flowers  and  the 
Deepamallikaaha  waved  the  glowing  diyas  in 
perfectly  synchronized  rhythmic  movement.

even as the Prarthana  gayakaaha enthralled the 
audience  with  the  Shri  Guru  Vandana  of  50 
beautiful namavalis of Parama Pujya Swamiji.

Pervading Guru Shakti guides everyone! As the idea took 
seed  in  the  Saturday  Prarthana  class,  there  was 
encouragement  and  contribution  from  every  side.  Our 
very  own  Madiman  Malinipachi’s  pen  flowed  freely  to 
compose the beautiful garland of 50 Namavalis – the Shri 
Guru Vandana – in a matter of days soon after her return 
from Gokarna Adi Math. Sanskrit Adhyapika Mavinkurve 
Udaya bhagini entered the Namavalis into the computer 
in Devanagari, Kaikini Sadhana bhagini brought it out in 
glorious print, Balsavar Meerupachi fine-tuned the music 
and  helped  train  the  singers,  the  parents  led  by 

Chandavarkar Anupama bhagini designed and arranged for the beautiful costumes 



and diyas, Kalbag Kumudpachi arranged for the Bhakti Kusumaaha and the flower 
decorations,  and  Baindur  Gururaj  Bhatmam offered  to  blow the  conch  for  the 
auspicious Shankha vaadana.

The teachers of the Bengaluru Prarthana Vargas wove a beautiful garland out of 
these  individual  offerings.  Sunetra  Nagarkatti,  Shantam  Srinivasan  and  Sudha 
Karnad coordinated the children from their centres; Uma Savur, Smita Baljekar, 
Suman  Samsi  and  Manju  Jamalabad  took  up  the  rehearsals;  Bhavani  Nayel 
choreographed the actions for the children, with inputs from Gayatri Trasi; Uma 
Trasi set the music, and along with Smita Naimpally trained the gayakaaha. The 
children, ever ready, joyously took on the allotted roles and rehearsed eagerly and 
wholeheartedly. 

Could we have asked for more? All the rehearsals had been done in the divine 
saanidhya of Parama Pujya Swamiji, as Swamiji was in “Retreat” at Sri Chitrapur 
Math, Bengaluru at the time.  The teachers felt doubly motivated, the children 
even more so.  So it  was  that  the  Offering  on Trayodashamanotsav became a 
Vishesharghyam and the Sabha experienced an evening of unalloyed bliss. 

As  Pujya  Swamiji,  in  His  Ashirvachan,  blessed  the  children  with  His  loving 
acceptance of the devout offering by Bengaluru Prarthana Varg, it was a sea of 
brimming hearts everywhere.
